Michimasa Fujino, VP at Honda
R&D Americas, visited Cox Field in May
to describe to Chapter members his com-
pany’s exciting and somewhat secretive
efforts to develop a small business jet at
nearby Greenshboro Triad airport.

moved to North Carolina 4 years

ago, but this is the first time | have

spoken publicly to anyone about

the Honda Jet here. Honda's effort
to build a jet aircraft follows a long his-
tory of using our ideas to move into new
markets, for instance from motorcycles
to garden equipment, boat engines, cars,
Formula 1 racecars, robots and now air-
planes.

We sarted design of the Honda Jet
in 1997, working at that time with Mis-
sissippi State University in Starkville,
MS. We chose that location to keep our
work far from Kansas and the eyes of the
competition. When it came time to build
the first prototype, | realized that moving
my engineers from Japan to Starkville
would be a kind of culture shock, so we
looked for another location. | chose
Greenshoro because of the good airport,
a nice, green area to live, some good
Japanese restaurants, its distance from
Wichita and closed proximity to our
other R&D officesin Atlanta and Ohio.

In school we were taught to mount
the engines on the rear fuselage, but |
always wondered if it wouldn't be better
to place them on the wings. Using com-
puter simulations, we were able to find a
position that led to better aerodynamics
and we could remove the pylon structure
from the fuselage, freeing up more room
for passengers and cargo.

Other area where the Honda Jet has
unique advantagesisin its use of laminar
flow front fuselage and wing shapes,
significantly reducing the airplane’s drag.
Overall, the Honda Jet is demonstrating

performance that is 10% faster than the
Cessna Citation Jet, 31-35% more fuel
efficient than the CJ, and a 30% greater
load carrying capacity than the CJ.

In our Greensboro facility we have
structural and flight simulators which
we have used to test every major sys-
tem prior to its first flight and now dur-
ing itstesting.

The Honda Jet uses conventional
aluminum structure for the wing, a
composite fuselage and honeycomb
material for the complex curvature of
the laminar nose section. The panel
features 3 Garmin G1000 displays that
are popular in larger jets.

We have now finished 95-98% of
our tests and achieved al of our major
goals, for instance maximum speed of
400kts and altitude of 43,000'. Most
of our tests are conducted at 40,000
within a 200 mile radius of Greensboro.

The Honda Airplane Research
Group is housed in a large, unmarked
facility at the Greensboro Triad Re-
gional Airport. | chose low cubicles for
my 50 employees to make communica-
tion quick and easy. Unlike normal
white uniforms used at Honda, we use
blue uniforms to match those of our
contractors, to disguise members of our
staff from the competition.

am "fixin® to fly again into the

Washington ADIZ which prompted

me to look for a previous articlein

that regard. The following is a
reprint from my comments on the subject
from June, 2003.

This old man and his Extra returned
early this afternoon from attending his
granddaughter® wedding in the Colum-
bia, Maryland area. ("Oh, no," you say.
"You are much too young to have a
grandchild of marrying age!" But, alas, it
is true. My sometimes-faulty memory
seems to recall my daughter was born
when | was about nine years old, though,
in the interest of candor, |@& have to look
that up and report to you later.) Anyway,
Rita was a bit under-the-weather so |
made the trip solo Saturday morning and
returned Sunday about noon.

What made this trip particularly
interesting was that, though | have flown
many times from Cox Field to Laurdl,
Maryland® Suburban Airport (W18), |
had not made the trip since 9/11/01 soon
after which Washington had become an
ADIZ (Air Defense Identification Zone).
The thing about an ADIZ is that one may
not enter the area until one jumps
through a few hoops. | must admit that
the bloody thing intimidated me to some

degree and | have really missed flying
to see family and friends who live in the
area because of that pressure. After
having flown it this week, 1 am no
longer anxious and will return when
the need or desire arises.

The Washington ADIZ overlays,
but does not replace the DC and Balti-
more Class B Airspaces and extends
beyond them some miles to the south.
All the rules that apply to flying into B
Airspace continue and are expanded by
the ADIZ rules. For instance, when
one calls 1-800-WXBRIEF (992-7433)
to obtain a weather briefing one must
file an ADIZ flight plan. Then, fly to
the DC area, arriving within thirty min-
utes of your ETA and at some point
before entering the ADIZ contact the
controlling agency (from the south, that
is either Patuxent or Potomac Ap-
proach Control) and receive a discreet
transponder code, confirm your exact
route of flight, garner permission to
enter the Bravo Airspace, or not, ac-
cording to your flight plan and then fly
the thing. Fly it exactly. Approach
Control will remind you that gun-ships
arein the area and will "put you on the
ground" if you make an unlawful incur-
sion into a Special Flight Rules Area
(SFRA).

Hereis how | flew to W18: | left
Cox Field at 1030, and stayed below
1,700 feet until clear of Raleigh® Class
C airgpace. Then, having previously
located an IFR intersection (Colin In-
tersection) a few miles south of the
ADIZ, | flew more-or-less direct to that
invisible spot (Ain® GPS grand?). |
filed no flight plan with FSS nor did |
ask for "flight following" since |
wanted to search for a friend® airport
east of Richmond that is not yet on the
charts. My ETA at Colin was 1100,
but, because of a tailwind greater that
anticipated, | arrived at 1045. | called
Patuxent Approach Control. "Good
Morning, Patuxent Approach. This is
Extra Two Zero Seven Lima Hotel four
miles south of Colin at 5,500 feet with
an ADIZ flight plan on file" "Good
morning, Sir.", a controller responded.
Please squawk four six four seven and
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eye-dent.” A few seconds later, "Seven
Lima Hotel, radar contact. Are you di-
rect OTT, direct Whiskey eighteen?"
"That® affirmative, Seven Lima Hotel."
"Lima Hotel; Proceed on course and
please stay clear of Class Bravo air-
space.” "Roger. Direct OTT, direct
Whiskey eighteen, clear of Bravo. Seven
Lima Hotel."

In another minute or less, | was di-
rected to contact Potomac Approach
and, doing so,l received clearance to
enter Bravo airspace. | was given a few
vectors that moved me a little further to
the east than | had wanted to go, but
soon | was told to navigate direct to W18
and to descend at pilots discretion, re-
porting when the airport is in sight. |
was told to continue sgquawking four six
four seven until | was on the ground.

| got lucky and made a squeaker of a
landing in front of some old friends.
However, as good as it feels to make a
nice landing in front of onlookers, in this
instance, | was more proud of having
navigated without incident in the revised
airspace that exists these days. Coming
home was no big deal. It was necessary
to get a code while on the ground and to
depart within plus or minus three min-
utes of my estimated time of departure
and to contact Departure Control as
soon as practicable. (I was ascending
through 800 feet AGL when the control-
ler called me! In my airplane, that was a
matter of only seconds after starting the
take off roll! These guysare serious! )

If you want to learn from the profes-
sionals, type "ADIZ" in the search box on
your browser. You will see AOPA®
ADIZ web site. (You do not have to be a
member of AOPA.) Click on that and
you will see and hear a fifteen-minute
dissertation all about how to navigate in
the DC-Baltimore area Air Defense |den-
tification Zone. And you will learn to do
it with no need to quickly learn how to fly
close formation with a nice young man or
woman in an F-16. Gee. That would be
fun tho©

| met Scott Crossfield at AirVenture
2005, my second flight to the event. | had
never seen the man in person, nor had |
ever heard him speak. Like so many kids
in the ‘60’s, | had built the Revell model
of the X-15 and had read the accounts of
the test flights. That time in my life was
eventually replaced by the usual respon-
sibilities, and the model, like my memory
of the pilot, gradually disappeared.

Now here | stood, gawking at The
Man Himself, Mr. X-15, as he smiled
and chatted with the public that had lined
up for his autograph on books, photos
and the like. This was what | came to
Oshkosh for, to see the machines and the
men who flew them. | fell in line and
waited my turn. As the line grew shorter,
| noticed that Mr. Crossfield seemed to
know most of the people in line. Now |
began to wonder if there was some pre-
requisite.
